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     As the year progresses, we tend to get a bit more relaxed about following all the car-
pool procedures.  Please remember, these are not put in place for the convenience of  
the adultsñneither parents nor teachersñ but for the safety of all the children.  These 

are some of the things I notice that parents are ignoring. 

1. NO CELLPHONES in the carpool line ñtalking on cell phones may 
soon be outlawed in our state because they cause distraction.  Remember, 
your children are observing EVERYTHING you do.  If they grow up seeing 
their parents on the cell phone in the car, then you can be sure that they will 
follow your example when they begin driving. (Think that is very far away? It 

is closer than you think!) 

2. Children need to exit and be loaded on the right side of the car ñ
the  side closest to the building.  It is dangerous for children and teachers to 
walk between cars that are running.  If their car seat is on the other side, 

they will need to crawl through and get out on the right side.  

3. Do not drive down the hill during carpool .  The hill is an òexit onlyó 
during carpool.  If you enter from Mt. Vernon, you must drive around the 
building both for getting in the carpool line and to park by the playground to 
drop off.  Exiting up the hill is for those in carpool line, as well as, those who 
have parked to drop off and are exiting around the carpool line.  Coming 

down the hill when everyone is trying to leave poses a hazard.   

4. Please do not hold up the carpool line in order to fasten your child 

in his seat.   Please pull up the hill and over to the side to buckle up. 

5. Remember all children must be in a car seat or booster seat de-
pending on age and weight.  We will NOT load a child into a car without a 

car seat or booster. 

6. Drive SLOWLY!!!  Drive slowly .  Drive slowly. 

     Please know that our number 1 concern is SAFETY.  Our chil-
drenõs safety is worth more than any amount of personal incon-
venience.  PLEASE SHARE THIS INFORMATION WITH DADS, 
GRANDPARENTS , NANNIES OR WHOEVER MAY BE PICK-
ING UP YOUR CHILD. Also, if you lose your carpool number, 
please call the office so we can send you a new one.  It is very dif-
ficult to read the òhomemadeó ones.  Thanks so much for all your 

support! 

If you donõt think you need to read this 

ñ you probably do!!
